MOTION BY ELLIS, SECONDED BY MILLER TO APPROVE AND ADOPT THE MINUTES OF
THE SEPTEMBER 3, 2013 REGULAR MEETING OF THE COUNCIL.

The vote was as follows: Bradley, Ellis, Jones, Kerkhoff, Miller, and Roberts voting aye.

Mr. Bob Matthews (original owner of Rose Ridge Unit 2) was present to request a refund of any remaining
balance on the original development bond for Unit 2 of Rose Ridge. Mr. Matthews asked if Jerry English had
been paid for work he performed. Assistant Public Works Director Paul Simmons informed Mr. Matthews
and the Council that Mr. English’s company, ADE Contracting, was paid $7,800.00 for storm water pipe,
and sidewalk and storm water work. Mr. Simmons explained to the Council that if we continue to retain
$9,000.00 for future mowing of the retention area, it would leave a balance on the bond of $3,700.00. Mr.
Matthews was adamant that he does not own the retention area. The council explained to Mr. Matthews that
he will need to have a lawyer do a title search to determine who the owner of the retention area is. If he finds
that he is not the owner, then he should bring that documentation to a city council meeting and at that point
they will discuss refunding additional money. Mr. Matthews asked the Council for explanation regarding
Wooldridge Development and why they are being treated differently than him. The Council agreed with Mr.
Matthews and the Mayor put the issue of Wooldridge Development into the Street Committee to discuss
calling on Wooldridge Development’s Letter of Credit. Mr. Moore asked the Council if there was a motion
and there was no response. Mr. Matthews asked to be placed on the City Council meeting agenda for
October 1, 2013.

PUBLIC COMMENT

John “Ted” Praria expressed concern regarding Lexington Road, from Wilson Avenue to the U.S. 60
intersection. Mr. Praria is concerned that traffic is not properly using the center lane, making entering and
exiting businesses in the area very dangerous. Mr. Praria, understanding that it is a state road, asked the
council to contact the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and ask them to re-evaluate the way Lexington Road
is set-up with the middle lane. Mayor Traugott asked Mr. Simmons to contact the Transportation Cabinet and
ask them to look into the matter. Mayor Traugott thanked Mr. Praria for taking the time to come to the
council meeting.

COMMITTEE/DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

Council member Ellis asked Assistant Chief James Fugate where we are with the Everbridge Emergency
Notification System. Mr. Fugate explained that currently he is completing a training process with them that
is expected to take at least another month.

Mr. Moore informed the Council that the Grassy Springs property real estate closing which was scheduled
for September 18, 2013 has been postponed by the bank. The bank will not provide the funding to the Buyer
until the Buyer has a Phase One Environmental Study completed of the property due to it previously being
used as a landfill. The cost is the responsibility of the Buyer. Mr. Moore is going to review the contract the
City has with the Buyer and will then recommend what the City should do.

Council member Sonny Jones, Chair of the Streets and Stormwater Committee, stated that the paving project
is near completion. All that remains is the clean-up of the streets. A drainage issue that arose during paving
at Woodward and High Streets was abated.

Council member Carl Ellis, Chair of the Cemetery Committee, stated that they had met the previous week at
the Rose Crest Cemetery to discuss the construction of a pavilion, including pavilion location and drainage
issues. Mr. Ellis stated that the planned location for the pavilion has been staked off. The pavilion will be an
asset for the cemetery. Mr. Simmons stated that the concrete work for the pavilion can be performed by city
employees. Mr. Ellis asked for a drawing of the pavilion to be completed and brought to the next council
meeting. The council discussed possible landscaping around the pavilion. The cemetery committee is going
to further discuss trees and landscaping around the pavilion.

Council member Ann Miller made an announcement on behalf of Midway College inviting everyone to the
Midway College Amphitheater on Sunday, September 22, 2013 for live music and entertainment. Bring
dinner and enjoy the concert.
